There is no section on doubleweave; the
words do not even appear in the glossary or index. Since doubleweave is the PRIMARY reason |
bought this book, | am leaving this low star review.To swallow my personal disappointment and be
fair to author and the book as a whole, it is excellent for the subjects it does address. Instructions
are clear, graphs/pictures are clear, the tone of the writing is pleasant. It is worth the cost of the

book as long as you buy it knowing there is no doubleweave section.
